Boston. He obtained his Bachelor of Science (Hons.) Chemistry and also
Master of Science, Molecular and Human Genetics in Institute of

Science, Banaras Hindu University, India. He pursued his Ph. D in CSIR-Centre for Cellular and
Molecular Biology. He has worked in various research areas through fellowships. He also
received Prof. SRV Rao-Best Paper Presentation Award at 43rd All India Cell Biology
Conference held at IISER, Mohali, India in 2019. Recently, Dr. Raghawan was nominated by the
Director, CSIR-CCMB, Hyderabad as Nominee INSA Medal — 2021 (Indian National Science
